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This document was created as a guide for users that are not familiar with shipping from the 
Denso Supplier EDI website �  DENSO VendorSite.  This is only a guide and is not intended to 
be a comprehensive user’s manual.  This guide briefly covers creating ASNs, printing labels, and 
printing Delivery Orders. 
 
 
1.  After logging in to VendorSite, click on Schedule Summary to view orders 
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2.  From Schedule Summary screen select Delivery Order from the Select View dropdown box. 
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3.  Click on Display Schedule from the Schedule Summary Screen 
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4.  Find the Delivery Order number that is being shipped.  Click on the Ship Qty box to auto-fill 
with the order quantity for the part number(s) that are being shipped.

5.  To create the ASN click on Create Ship Notice on Schedule Summary screen. 
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6.  To print the labels, click Save ASN or Send ASN at the bottom of the ASN screen. 
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7.  After ASN has been created click on Generate Bar Code Label for the ASN to print labels. 
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8.  To print all the labels click Select All then click Print. 
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9.  Once all of the barcodes and labels have been generated, you will see the message “Done” in 
the browser status bar (bottom left of screen).   
 
After all labels have generated you can print from your browser. 
 
If labels do not print properly on cardstock, adjustments must be made to Page Setup (Top & 
Left Margins, Header, and Orientation) 
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10.  Press Back Button.  If ASN has been sent, then Delivery Order can be printed for that ASN.  
To print Delivery Order, click on the Delivery Order Number from the screen below or from the 
Ship Notice Summary. 
 

 
 
 
Note:  You can get to the Ship Notice Summary from the Main Menu. 
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11.  Review the Delivery Order screen and verify that everything is correct (Delivery Order 
Number, quantities, part numbers, dates, etc.) 
 
If everything is correct, click on Display Printout to show the Delivery Order that will be printed 
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12.  Adjust the page setup if necessary to print the Delivery Order so that all information displays 
correctly on the page. 
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13.  Press Back Button, then click on Main Menu.  Click on Ship Notice Summary from the 
Main Menu to see all ASNs that have been created. 
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14.  To send a Saved ASN, find the ASN that was saved and then click on Send ASN at the 
bottom of the ASN screen. 
 
You MUST send the ASN before printing the Delivery Order so that all of the Part Numbers and 
Quantities show on the Delivery Order printout correctly.
